The Coronation of Napoleon
Napoleon Bonaparte (1769-1821) rose quickly through the military's ranks, serving in Italy, Egypt, and on the streets of Paris. In 1799, he returned to Paris to a hero's welcome. Backed by an adoring public, he preached revolution and democracy. Church lands were confiscated and sold; privileged classes were abolished. But he also suspended civil liberties and ruled as a dictator. Napoleon staged an elaborate ceremony in Notre-Dame, where he proclaimed Josephine an empress, and himself — the 35-year-old son of humble immigrants — as emperor.
