	• Prohibition 
	     a ban on alcohol

	*Eighteenth Amendment 

	     a 1919 Constitutional amendment that established Prohibition



	*Volstead Act 

	     a law that gave the government power to enforce the Eighteenth Amendment

	* bootlegger

	     someone who illegally sold alcohol during Prohibition
