& Women In Sports Day – April 22, 2013

The event will be held in the Warren Mott High School Annex and will begin at 11:00 AM. This event is one of more than 1,000 events that take place across the nation every year for National Girls and Women in Sports Day.  Congress has proclaimed this national day each year since 1987.  The Day is devoted to recognizing the progress of girls and women in sports, and the benefits that sports and fitness activities can bring to the lives of all girls and women.  The Day is organized nationally by the American Association of University Women, Girls Scouts of the USA, Girls Incorporated, National Association for Girls and Women in Sport, National Women’s Law Center, Women’s Sports Foundation, and the YWCA of the U.S.A.  This year's celebration marks the 41st anniversary of Title IX, signed into law in 1972! 

National Girls & Women In Sports Day (NGWSD) is a special day for girls and women to celebrate their participation in sports and athletics. When Title IX was enacted in 1971, 1 in 27 girls in high school participated in athletics. One in three girls participates in athletics in high school now! Women participated in only 13 of the 24 events of the 1984 Olympic Games; in Beijing in 2008, female athletes competed in 28 of the 32 Olympic events. There has been an explosion in the number of athletic opportunities open to women and girls of all ages and levels of ability.  

"Girls In Sports, An Investment in the Future" is the theme for the 2013 National Girls and Women in Sports Day (NGWSD). NGWSD presents a prime opportunity to communicate to others what Title IX has accomplished and how many girls and women it truly helps. 

Over 100 Warren Mott student-athletes are expected to attend the luncheon.  “We are excited to recognize the accomplishments of our Warren Mott High School female athletes and the strides that women have made in athletics,” John Dignan, principal.
